he BST00 was launched at the

2001 London Boat Show with the

aim of providing ultimate
performance in & gennaker-powerad
singlehander. While all kinds of variations
on the two-up, twin wire gennaker theme
followed the Laser 5000, single wire

sailors were left to play with & mainsail
until the Musto Skiff provided the chance
to go one-up with an asymmetric,

There was already a solitary rocket in
the ASE00 which kick-started the RS
Racing rangs alongside the R3400. But
some zailors wanted to explore the

challenge of single wiring with &
gennaker. |t was time for RS Racing to
provide their own gennaker singlehander,

Nick Peters, who dasignaed the RS700
with Alex Southon at RS Racing
explained thal the BSE00 was not suitable
to fit 2 gennaker to — besides the risk of
splitting a healthy class. So, following the
development of the twin wire RS800, he
falt the time had come for his awn in-
house design. Basic parameters included
a stable hull combined with a cockpit you
can sit in rather than on. The advantages
of being able to sit down during a
spinnaker launch or retrieval were learmt
from the RS800.
